Update from our project preparatory meeting in Greece, 6 &7th Feb, 2015
--We propose a 2 year Erasmus+ KA2 project between 3 Universities and 2 schools in each of

Greece, Spain and the UK--
Provisional Title: 
PUPIL HEALTH & WELL-BEING….AN EDUCATION CONCERN FOR EUROPE
Rationale: 
There is an imperative for educators to focus on the well-being of our pupils.   
They are Europe’s future work force and the European Commission recognises there could be a health (and therefore economic) crisis in future because of rising inactivity and unhealthy diet.  
Obesity is on the rise in all 3 of our countries.  Too often, school PE is seen as not inclusive…and focused too much on the few who are elite sportsmen, not on the majority that we need to encourage towards fitness as a life-long way of healthy living. 
Schools and Universities need to step in to educate current pupils and their teachers to help prevent these trends expanding.  

Supporting an improvement in the Health and Well-Being of our current pupils and the focus of our future teachers on these issues are the objectives of our collaborative project.    
Outcomes: 

6 Teacher Training Modules, jointly developed by all partners--each country to lead on 2 modules--which would be incorporated into the training of future PE Teachers by all 3 Universities involved.

Suggested module titles:

1. HEALTH & WELL BEING IN SCHOOLS—THE WHOLE CHILD (UK) 
2. TEACHING AND LEARNING STYLES FOR PE (UK) 

3. DEVELOPING A POSITIVE & INCLUSIVE LEARNING CLIMATE FOR FITNESS (GR)
4. BEHAVIOURAL CHANGE FOR HEALTHIER LIVES (GR)  
5. USING LOCAL ENVIRONMENTS AND COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT TO PROMOTE HEALTH (ES)
6. GENDER & DISABILITY & CULTURAL ISSUES AFFECTING PHYSICAL EDUCATION (ES) 
The modules would also be able to be ‘mixed & matched’ to be delivered as a 1-week long in-service training course for current teachers (which could be advertised in future years to teachers across Europe on the EU Course database site http://www.schooleducationgateway.eu/en/pub/index.htm and attract KA1 funding for those participating to pay us.)
This course would be held (and evaluated) for the first time directly following our last joint project meeting in June 2017 (at Teachers INSET Centre II, Las Palmas?) 
Structure: 
· 4 joint, transnational meetings would take place during the 2 year life of the project:

Meeting 1:  Oct/ Nov 2015, Las Palmas, ES
Meeting 2:  May 2016, London, UK 

Meeting 3:  Oct/ Nov, 2016, Thessaloniki, GR
Meeting 4:  June 2017, Las Palmas, ES (to be directly followed by the first in-service course for teachers) 
· Online resources designed to support each module (Session plans, resources, PowerPoint slides) to be collated onto a central database and available to all 
· Each Participating country to additionally have one area they overview for the entire project
1.  Greece – Evaluation / 2.  Spain –Dissemination/ 3.  UK –Communication 
· On-going external evaluation  to be provided by Global Learning Association   (Led by Ray Kirtley, University of Hull, UK) 

· Trainee PE Teachers from the 3 Universities involved to be supported to spend 4 weeks in the partner countries on placements, funded by Erasmus or other grants….

e.g.  10 from London South Bank Uni to GR to work via Aristotle Uni Gymnasium in Thessaloniki  and 10 to do placements in Gran Canaria Schools (as part of the CLIL through PE program?)  
· Dissemination via the publication of papers and taking part in conferences by each partner 

· Local school networks in each country to be invited to dissemination in each country led by their lead University.  (E.g. A one day event or invited to take part at the University during the trialling of module contents.)
