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The links made between the universities and schools in our project allowed for a very successful additional collaborative activity to take place in February 2016.

Student PE teachers from London South Bank University are able to spend time teaching outside the University as part of their course. This year, their AES Placement (Alternative Educational Setting) was held in Thessaloniki, Greece and tied in with the PHWB project work being undertaken with our Aristotle University and our project schools there.  

Our Greek partners, Vassilis, Vassilios, Chrysa and Apostolia were all impressed with the quality of our students’ PE teaching and it was great for the students to have the opportunity to teach in a completely different setting to that which they are used to. They also had the chance to observe the Greek teachers teaching PE, which was a very good experience for them to learn from.

The PE student teachers from the UK had a fantastic time joining in the activities at Aristotle University and teaching PE to the children in the Experimental schools and at the university weekend gym.

Because it worked so well, we plan to repeat the placement experience at some point as it was mutually beneficial. Amongst other things our students taught some typically British PE games such as netball (not known in Greece) and some traditional British dance, which went down very well!
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
