From Vassilis:   With respect to the publication plan we need 6 publications and I have thought the following course of actions:

After the preparation of the modules, the schools participating in the  project implement the modules to their schools and have pre- and post-measurements of the effectiveness of the modules in students psychosocial indices. This can give us three publications, one for primary education and one for secondary education, and one about the psychosocial processes associated with well-being. Secondly we can prepare two conceptual papers, one on the project's philosophy about how to promote health and well-being and a second one based on the evaluation of the consortium members about the modules. So, there is a final one that could be done in a national journal reported in international databases. I could find something to write in Greek for this one. If you agree on this plan by the end of September I could prepare the questionnaires in order to discuss them in the Thessaloniki meeting.
